AUTHOR BIOGRAPHY:

Thomas C. Reed is a physicist, former USAF Officer,
entrepreneur, and former Secretary of the Air Force for the
Ford Administration. He has been the Director of National
Reconnaissance, Special Assistant to President Reagan for
National Security Policy, and a consultant to the Director of
Lawrence Livermore National Laboratory. He lives in
northern California and is a life member of Air Force
Association Golden Gate Chapter 120.

WILLIAM RUSHER, WorldNet Daily, said: "Although
we can't read everything about the Cold War, or even
everything we ought to, Thomas C. Reed's ""At the Abyss",
Sfortunately covers the essentials superbly. It is unlikely that
any other book on the subject will ever surpass its colorful,
detailed description of that immense struggle.

The book's great strength is the fact that it is, in large part, a
first-person narrative of events. There may be people who
were more deeply involved in the Cold War, over its 40-year
length, than Reed, but if so, they haven't written their
memoirs. If they did, it is highly unlikely that they would write
them half so well. Reed saw much of it first-hand while
working in the Ford and Reagan administrations, and has
told the story with clarity, urbanity, and even touches of
humor.

"In the 1960s Tom Reed was one of Livermore’s most creative
designers of thermonuclear devices. During the years that
followed, his career as a practicing physicist and as a public
servant has been first class.”

SAMPLE QUESTIONS FOR VETERANS HISTORIES

Please try to keep the interview session to less than 30 minutes.

Please practice your responses to the questions you have selected a few
times before coming in for the recording session. The more you practice,
the better you will like the result--especially if you intend to talk about
emotionally charged topics or experiences. Even successful old pros like
President Ronald Reagan have been known for their near-silent practices
of presentations to train their sub-conscious minds on the words and
cadence of the comments.

We are only interested in your uniformed military history and related
experiences. We are not collecting fiction or life history stories.
However, our technique enables you to add additional material in the
future. Tell it like it was, but do not elaborate beyond your personal
knowledge. You want to avoid saying things that could be challenged or
discredited.

Some veterans may not want to be on camera. If preferred, we can
limit the interview to audiotape, or you may elect to bypass the
interview process and submit both questions and answers in digital
format. We also have high school student volunteers who are willing to
do audio and/or video interviews with you, if desired. There can be a
Veterans History Project representative present during your interview, if
desired. (A third person is required if a teen is doing the interview).

We advise you to be careful and not attempt to answer questions that
are certain to embarrass you, bring back unwanted memories, and/or
animosities, or that make you uncomfortable.

Below we have a list of sample questions for you to review. Please
identify the questions you would like to be asked.

Prioritize your guestions in some order that you feel will make your
history flow and make it easier for you to talk.

Add any guestions you would like to be asked that are not on the list.
